PISA measures how well 15 -year-olds are
prepared to use the skills and knowledge in
particular areas to meet real -life challenges.

PISA is conducted every three years and
provides data for key performance measures
specified in the Measurement Framework for
Schooling in Australia.

PISA results are used to evaluate progress
towards the Educational Goals for Young
Austral ians and the National Education
Agreement outcome that Australian students

excel by international standards.

PISA 2018 will involve more than half -a-million
students (representing about 29 million 15 -
year -old students) from around 80 countries

and economi es.

The Sunday before W eek 7 saw a rainy and
windy start to our second Outdoor Recreation
camp. This time we were off to Denmark for
some mountain bike riding! Battling some
strong winds, our first ride (and a warm up for

what we were about to do the next two days)
followed the W.ilderness Ocean Walk trail,
starting at Lights Beach and finishing at Ocean
Beach.

Even though it was only 6 kms, the strong
winds and windy tra ck saw almost more
students fall off their bikes, than those that
stayed on them! The first night we were very
fortunate in that Denmark Senior High School
allowed us to camp in their gym for the night,
which gave us warm showers, electricity and a
good co uple of hours to play basketball,
football and soccer.

The next morning (Monday) we were up and
packed up early, to begin the first leg of our

ride at 7.30am; a 10km optional single lane
track to challenge the students with a long and
gradual incline befo re fast paced and slippery
decent. The rest of the students met up at the

end of the first 10kms.

Here everyone began our 50km ride for the
day, following the Munda Biddi trail. We started

the trail just out of Denmark, in the Mt
Lindes ay National Park, a nd finished our day,
50kms later (or 60kms for those who opt ed to
do the first 10kms) just n orth of Bow Bridge.
That night we camped in one of the h uts set up
on the Munda Biddi, and by 8.30pm all of the
students had put themselves to bed and were
fast asl eep (The staff we r e rfiab behind them
either).

The last day, students cycled another 12kms
towards Bow Bridge on the hilliest road of the

lot, in the rain, before rejoicing when seeing

the bus to go home. Overall the camp was a
huge success. All of the s  tudents accomplished
achievement s they di dnét
would, and worked as a team to motivate each

other to get through all the different
challenges. They all deserve huge
congratulations , and should be very proud of
their efforts.

3. MESSAGING: Astute parents give kids

social scripts that they can use in a variety of

situations. This social scripting starts when we

tell a toddler to say hel lo to a relative and

continues to providing more complex scripts to

use in a variety of situations such as in a
restaurant, at a friendods hec
online. It also helps if kids rehearse their lines

before they use them in social situations.

4. MANOEUVRING: A great way to prepare

kids to excel is through manoeuvring social
situations much in the same way as sporting
